What is a Corona Virus and COVID-19?

Coronaviruses are a large family of viruses known to cause respiratory infections. These can range from the 
common cold to more serious diseases such as Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome (SARS) and Middle East 
Respiratory Syndrome (MERS). 

How is COVID-19 Spread?
COVID-19 is most likely to spread from person-to-person through:
• Direct close contact with a person while they are infectious including in the 48 hours before their 

symptoms appeared.
• Close contact with droplets from an infected person’s cough or sneeze.
• Touching objects or surfaces (like as door knobs or tables) that have droplets form an infected person, 

then touching your mouth or face.

COVID-19 Information
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The Y has been a cornerstone of the Victorian community for more than 170 years – a period of time that has 
included other major crises ranging from the 2009 Bushfires to delivering large-scale wartime services. 
However as a not-for-profit that invests its full resources into our mission we do require the continuing 
support of our partners in order to retain our ability to keep serving the community – especially during this 
time.

• Increased ventilation in all shared spaces; 

• Natural – bringing in outside air by opening windows and doors (when safe to do so)

• Mechanical - using air-conditioning/heating systems to bring outside air into the 
inside (Systems to be set on fresh/external air, recirculated/recycled air setting to be 
avoided where possible)

• Exhaust fans should be used as much as practical (for example in kitchens and 
bathrooms).

• School Groups when attending camps, face masks are not mandatory. Note campers (students) 
who are Household-like contacts are still permitted to participate in camp as long as they wear a 
mask when indoors (if aged 8 and above or have a valid exception) 

• Staff & User Groups if required by government directions are to wear masks & are encouraged 
to wear outdoors where social distancing can not be maintained

• Staff, visitors, contractors and campers are required to check in via Government QR code on arrival to 
camp (*school age children exempt as per Dept of Educations direction)

• Campers (school age children) attendance recorded in Venue 360 

• Hygiene and venue density signage to be posted at entry and through out facility

• Each Facility has hand sanitiser stations at entry/exit, in high touch point areas and areas of high traffic

• Venue density as per state government requirements in shared space (i.e. reception, staff room, 
recreation halls etc.) 

• Increased cross ventilation both natural and mechanical (fresh air only)

• Hygiene, venue density & informational signage to be posted at entry and through out facility

• Hand sanitiser stations at in high touch point areas and areas of high traffic

• Touch points (i.e including toilets, door handles and handrails) are cleaned periodically based on patron 
use

• Work surfaces to be cleaned at the end of each shift 

• Space seating to enhance social distancing

• Venue density as per government requirements in shared spaces (Campers should practice physical 
distancing i.e. maintaining a physical distance of 1.5 metres where possible.)

• Encourage outdoor dinning (where safe to do so)

• Increased cross ventilation both natural and mechanical (fresh air only)

• Hygiene, venue density & informational signage to be posted at entry and through out facility

• Hand sanitiser stations to be located at high touch and traffic areas and areas of high 

• Cleaning of dinning area between campers  / sittings

• Space seating to enhance social distancing

• Adventure activity equipment (i.e. harness, helmets, ropes etc.) to be fully cleaned between camp 
groups
